The book (research monograph/article/text) describes (explores/covers/focuses on/ is
concerned with) the value of X and reflects (details) Y. A primary concern is with the significance of
the theory in (interpreting data). Within the framework of X, the author (book, etc.) offers a solution to
the problem Y (offers an explanation of R and a wide range of examples of/ provides a large body of
information on/ shows) that X cannot be understood (described) independently of Y.

Part I deals with theoretical considerations.

Part Il presents analyses of data both from a theoretical and from an applied point of view.

Part III centers around analyses of data and covers contemporary theories. It is argued that
traditional theory has focused on (has lacked a methodological framework for studying X/ does not
directly address) the problems of X.

The results of this study suggest that X (is sensitive to Y). The coherence and descriptive
potential of the new approach are exemplified by application to a broad variety of phenomena.

A final chapter offers clear and practical guide-lines on methods of data collection.

Now you are law students at this university. In other words, you study or read law in the law
department at this university.

The purpose of teaching the speakers of other languages is to understand and use the language
of law in English. In particular it aims to teach you how to choose, read and use legal materials of any
kind in English in the course of your studies, research or work.

I should say that legal texts are difficult, even for a native speaker of English, perhaps very
difficult for your language level: they contain a lot unusual vocabulary and specialized terms, and the
language is complex.

Do not expect to understand every word of the texts. At first you may understand very little. Do
not try to translate the texts into your own language as you read. The exercises in the books are
designed to teach you gradually a wide variety of reading, vocabulary and language skills, and a good
basic legal vocabulary will help you to understand and use the English of the law, to work
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independently on legal materials of your own choice. You will be encouraged to practice the law
language presented in the texts, books, articles in a variety of reading, listening, speaking and writing
activities.

If you make a lot of mistakes, don’t worry - this means you are learning. If, on the other hand,
you find that you cannot do most of the exercises, or most of your answers are wrong, you probably
need to do a general English course before coming back to the English of the law.
Some activities will encourage you to compare aspects of your own legal system with aspects of the
English and American legal systems.
