- Learn to discover the content and argue the positions of representatives of the main schools and
directions of modern humanitarian knowledge, including such comparatively new directions as
economic theory, periodical studies and ecocriticism;

- learn to see the limits of each of the proposed methodologies;

- to form skills of independent search and selection of information on modern theoretical problems;
- to help develop the ability to debate textual analysis problems, the ability to formulate, present and
argue one's own interpretation logically, and to defend it.

The discipline entails intermediate attestation in the form of an exam.

The total duration of the discipline is 3 credits.
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
