Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN)

1.ASEAN was preceded by an organisation called the Association of Southeast Asia, commonly
called ASA, an alliance consisting of the Philippines, Malaysia and Thailand that was formed in 1961.

2. The bloc itself, however, was established on 8 August 1967, when foreign ministers of five
countries — Indonesia, Malaysia, the Philippines, Singapore, and Thailand — met at the Thai Department
of Foreign Affairs building in Bangkok and signed the ASEAN Declaration, more commonly known as
the Bangkok Declaration.

3. The motivations for the birth of ASEAN were so that its members’ governing elite could
concentrate on nation building, the common fear of communism, reduced faith in or mistrust of external



powers in the 1960s, and a desire for economic development. The bloc grew when Brunei Darussalam
became the sixth member on 8 January 1984, barely a week after gaining independence on 1 January.

4. On 28 July 1995, Vietnam became the seventh member. Laos and Myanmar (Burma) joined
two years later on 23 July 1997. Cambodia was to have joined together with Laos and Burma, but was
deferred due to the country's internal political struggle. The country later joined on 30 April 1999,
following the stabilisation of its government. East Timor submitted a letter of application to be the
eleventh member of ASEAN at the summit in Jakarta in March 2011.

5. During the 1990s, the bloc experienced an increase in both membership and drive for further
integration. In 1990, Malaysia proposed the creation of an East Asia Economic Caucus comprising the
then members of ASEAN as well as the People's Republic of China, Japan, and South Korea, with the
intention of counterbalancing the growing influence of the United States in the Asia-Pacific Economic
Cooperation (APEC) and in the Asian region as a whole.

6. This proposal failed, however, because of heavy opposition from the United States and Japan.
Despite this failure, member states continued to work for further integration and ASEAN Plus Three
was created in 1997. 18 ASEAN improved existing ties with the People's Republic of China, Japan, and
South Korea.

7. 0On 15 December 1995, the Southeast Asian Nuclear-Weapon-Free Zone Treaty was signed with
the intention of turning Southeast Asia into a Nuclear-Weapon-Free Zone.

8. The signing of the Treaty of Amity and Cooperation in Southeast Asia adopted fundamental
principles: - Mutual respect for the independence, sovereignty, equality, territorial integrity, and national
identity of all nations - The right of every State to lead its national existence free from external
interference, subversion or coercion - Non-interference in internal affairs - Settlement of differences or
disputes in a peaceful manner - Renunciation of the threat or use of force - Effective regional cooperation
The ‘ASEAN way’ is said to contribute durability and longevity within the organisation, by promoting
regional identity and enhancing a spirit of mutual confidence and cooperation.

9. The organisation holds meetings, known as the ASEAN Summit, where heads of government
of each member meet to discuss and resolve regional issues, as well as to conduct other meetings with
other countries outside of the bloc with the intention of promoting external relations.

10. The ASEAN-Russia Summit is an annual meeting between leaders of member states and the
President of Russia. ASEAN has emphasised regional cooperation in the “three pillars”, which are
security, sociocultural integration, and economic integration.
