2.1 Exam content

The main goal of the State interdisciplinary exam is to establish the
compliance of the level of professional training of graduates with the
requirements of the Federal State Educational Standard, as well as to assess the
completeness of the development of the main educational program in the field of
training 42.03.01 "Advertising and Public Relations."

During the final state certification, the student must show his abilities and
skills, relying on the knowledge gained, solve the tasks of professional activity at
the current level, correctly present special information, report and defend his
point of view in front of the audience.

Graduates must demonstrate mastery as a result of mastering the
previous parts of the PLO with the following basic knowledge, skills and skills:

o understanding the requirements that are imposed in the process of
professional activities of the bachelor in the field of advertising and public
relations;

« mastery of technology and technologies of mass, business and professional
communications;

« readiness for various types of professional activities:



» marketing;
= organizational;

o development of ideas about the main professional tasks, methods of solving
them, the ability to independently conduct scientific research, assess
scientific information, and use scientific knowledge in practical activities;

o ensuring readiness for professional self-improvement, development of
creative potential.

The state exam is held in several disciplines and modules of the
educational program, the results of which are of decisive importance for the
professional activities of graduates. The program includes thematic sections
reflecting important issues of advertising and public relations, the main scientific
problems of advertising and public relations, including the problems of
advertising and PR communications, the main functional areas of the
communication sphere, modern concepts and innovations aimed at systemic
optimization of the field of advertising and public relations.

The purpose of the state interdisciplinary exam in the bachelor's program
"Advertising and Public Relations" is to identify the totality of knowledge gained
by bachelors in the course of study, and their ability to practically apply
theoretical knowledge in various fields of advertising and public relations in
solving professional problems.

The program provides for the following requirements for the professional
training of a bachelor:

- ability to independently think creatively, demonstrate understanding of
the essence of objects and phenomena, formulate your position, point of view on
the issues under discussion, your worldview,

- the ability to comprehensively approach the answers to the questions of
the examination ticket, demonstrating not only the depth of understanding of the
problem, the question, but also the understanding of the existing inter-subject ties
arising in the subject area under discussion,

- ability to develop options for communication solutions and justify their
choice using socio-economic efficiency criteria.

3 Recommendations for preparation and execution of the FCW
Graduation qualification work is a work performed by students that demonstrates the level
of readiness of the graduate for independent professional activity.
The final qualification work is performed in the form established by the HE OP in
accordance with the requirements of the educational standard in the corresponding direction of
training.

3.1 Common requirements for the content and execution of the FCW

FCW bachelor's degree in the field of training "Advertising and Public Relations"
should be associated with the study of current problems in the field of advertising and public
relations and related information and communication areas.

The topics of graduation qualification works should correspond to the focus of the
educational program of higher education. The graduate has the right to choose the topic of
graduation qualification work from the list of topics, and can also offer his topic. According to
the written application of the student, the department can, in accordance with the established
procedure, provide the student with the opportunity to prepare and protect the final
qualification work on the topic proposed by the student, if it is reasonable to develop it for
practical application in the relevant field of professional activity or at a specific object of
professional activity
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The topic of graduation qualification work and the supervisor for each graduate are
approved at a meeting of the graduating department no later than 6 months before the defense.

Assignment of graduation qualification works for students, appointment of managers
and consultants is carried out by order of the rector.

Requirements to the scope, content of final qualification works, as well as indicators
and criteria for assessing competencies, assessment scales, are reflected in the fund of
assessment funds.

For all information stated in the final qualification work, the procedure for their use in
the preparation of actual material and other information, the validity (reliability) of the
conclusions and protected provisions, professional, moral and legal responsibility is directly
borne by the author of the final work, in accordance with the legal and/or local regulations in
force in the Russian Federation and in the Russian State University for the Humanities.

FCWs are checked by the scientific managers of the issuing departments for the
originality and independence of the author's text in the "Antiplagiate of the Russian State
University for the Humanities" system (originality of the work is at least 70%).

After completing the preparation of the FCW, the supervisor submits a written review
of the student's work (hereinafter referred to as the review).

Students present the FCW performed by them for the pre-protection procedure at the
department meeting. Following the discussion, the department decides on admission to
protection.

Graduate qualifications for undergraduate programs are subject to peer review. To
conduct the review of the final qualification work, this work, together with the review of the
supervisor and the certificate of originality of the text, is sent to one or several reviewers from
among the persons who are employees of the graduating department, faculty (institute),
RSUH. Submission of the FCW for review should take place no later than 14 calendar days
before the protection. The reviewer analyzes the final qualification work and submits a written
review of the specified work (hereinafter referred to as the review). If the graduate
qualification work is interdisciplinary, it can be sent to several reviewers.

The student should be familiarized with the feedback and review (reviews) no later
than 10 calendar days before the protection of the FCW.

FCW, feedback from the supervisor and review (reviews) are submitted to the SEC no
later than 2 calendar days before the day of work protection (For requirements for the transfer
of FCW, see the website of the Department of Branding and Visual Communications in the
section "Graduation Students")

The texts of the final qualification works are placed in the electronic library system of
the Russian State University for the Humanities in accordance with the established procedure.
Access to the texts of the final qualification works should be provided in accordance with the
legislation of the Russian Federation, taking into account the withdrawal of production,
technical, economic, organizational and other information, including the results of intellectual
activity in the scientific and technical field, on the methods of carrying out professional
activities that have real or potential commercial value due to their unknown to third parties, in
accordance with the decision of the copyright holder.

Structure and content of the work.

The FCW includes the following elements: title page, content, introduction, main part
(3 chapters of 2-3 sections), conclusion, list of used sources and literature, appendices.

The approximate volume of final qualification work (with a list of literature, but
without appendices) is at least 70 pages of typewritten text.

The title page is the first page of the FCW, is drawn up on a standard form and
contains: the title of the topic; surname, first name, patronymic of the author of the work; the
direction, focus and form of study of the student; surname, first name, patronymic, academic
degree and academic title (position) of the scientific director of the FCW (see Appendix 2)

The content should be detailed, with the name of all chapters and sections, strictly
comply with the text, with the numbering assigned to them, as well as with the indication of
page numbers. Conclusions on chapters should not be made separately in the content
(conclusions should be highlighted only in the text of the FCW after each chapter).

The introduction reflects the main characteristics of the work: its relevance; object
and subject of the study, its purpose, tasks and hypothesis, the degree of study or sources on
the basis of which the work is written, the theoretical and empirical methods used; practical
significance, testing of the study.

Relevance is based on a particular research problem. Relevance explains why the study was

conducted at all, what problem this study can solve.
A problem is an awareness of some contradiction (for example, between the cash conditions of
the analyzed situation and the requirements imposed on it, between different points of view on
the studied phenomenon or process, finally, it can be a dialectical contradiction in the very
nature of the phenomenon or object). The problem is often based on the dynamics or
tendencies of the development of the fact of reality (process, technology, industry) and the lack
of scientific knowledge of factors, patterns, mechanisms associated with it.

The relevance can be theoretical, i.e. the problem discovered is at the forefront of
science, developed by modern scientists, etc., or practical, i.e. arising from the topical requests
of practice in the field of public and professional activity where
a study is being conducted. The main aspects of the relevance of research in the field of marketing
can be:

o the need to supplement theoretical constructions related to the studied phenomenon;

o the need for new facts that will expand the theory and its scope;

o theneed for more effective research methods capable of providing new data;

e The need to develop and implement a specific creative solution or project

» the need to develop practical recommendations or solve practical problems in this area
based on the use of diverse knowledge.

The logical sequence of substantiation of relevance is as follows: description of the
existing situation (phenomenon), determination of some contradiction between the current
situation and ideal, between knowledge in this area, then the problem of research is formulated, it
is possible to show the prospects for its development, which will happen if the problem is not
studied and solved.

The degree of development or study of the topic in the works of domestic and foreign
specialists can be presented in the form of a brief review of the literature. It lists the main works
or concepts and their authors that have become the basis of this work and the individual materials
that are used in this work, including statistics or results of primary and secondary research.

The object of research is a fragment, part of the reality on which the scientific search is
directed, this is a fact of objective reality.

The subject of the study is the side or aspect of the object that is directly studied,
"highlighted" in the object, usually through the prism of the problem. The subject is directly
related to the practical situation under investigation.

The rules for describing the area of study always follow the principle of "from general to
private," that is, first indicate the object, and then the subject.

The purpose of the study is the expected result of the work, which will solve the
indicated problem for the specified practical situation, is focused on the subject of the study. It
begins, as a rule, with the words "form" ,"develop", "create," etc.

The target organization of any activity, including research, involves the development of a
certain sequence of actions - steps to achieve the goal, each of which has its own goal, or
"sub-target," in relation to the overall objective of the study. In other words, the goal
studies should be specified in the tasks ensuring the achievement of the set goal. As a rule, no
more than 5-7 study tasks are formulated, which justify the presence of certain paragraphs
(subclauses) in the content of the work.



Among the tasks of the study should be both those that will ensure the discovery of
new facts, and those that will help to include them in the system of existing knowledge and
concepts on management issues or marketing technologies:
determination of characteristics of the studied phenomenon;
identification of the interaction of phenomena, justification of causes and
consequences; optimization of some solutions or processes;
disclosure of the property of a new
phenomenon, effect; discovery of a new (other)
nature of the phenomenon; creation of
classification, typology;
evaluation of the effectiveness of campaigns or activities;
evidence (assessment) of the effectiveness of the developed solution or proposal;
justification of some actions.

Each task justifies the existence of a paragraph of the work. When formulating tasks, it
is necessary to use verbs that show the planned result of this material, which helps to draw
conclusions after the chapters.

Research methods

Methods are divided into general geological methods of scientific knowledge - these
are methods applied simultaneously at the theoretical and empirical level (analysis and
synthesis, induction and deduction, modeling, classification, comparison, analogy) and general
theoretical - idealization, formalization, axiomatization, as well as hypothetical, abstraction,
generalization, ascent from abstract to concrete, historical, method of system analysis.
The work often indicates simply general theoretical methods for collecting information: source
analysis, generalization, comparison, etc.

Separate private scientific or special methods adopted in individual sciences: history -

historiographic or chronological method;

management: structural and functional analysis, system analysis, SWOT analysis;

economics: documentary method, comparative analysis, tabular method, PEST
analysis, statistical method, analysis of the competitive forces of M. Porter, analysis of
competitors by F. Kotler, by J. J. Lamben;

cultural studies - comparative historical, semiotic, biographical, etc. linguistics -

morphological analysis, distribution analysis.

Empirical methods of collecting information include observation, polling, interviews,
expert opinions, experiment, analysis of products of intellectual activity, including documents
(for example, content analysis), etc. A brief description of the method is given, when
interviewing - a sample of respondents (sampling principle and their number).

A system of repeated, more or less standardized techniques for collecting, processing
and generalizing facts is also often called a method, it is more convenient to call it the term
"technique." The reasonable choice of methods is based, first of all, on understanding the
specifics of the object, subject and purpose of the study, but already specific techniques and
techniques ("methods") are determined by the tasks and conditions of the study. The rationale
for the choice of empirical research methods (specific goals and objectives, method
characteristics) is given in the study program in the second or third chapter of the work.

The practical significance of the study is associated with the specific, tangible benefits
that its results can bring to help someone in his practical activities.

The degree of reliability and testing of the results - here it is indicated at which
scientific events the conclusions of this work were discussed or in which publications the results
of the study were published, with a bibliographic description of these materials. You can enter
information about the implementation made with an indication of the document (revocation or
implementation certificate obtained on the basis of practice). Thus, the value of the results
obtained is confirmed.

Volume of introduction: 3-4 pages.



In the main part of the work, all problems to be studied are comprehensively and
deeply analyzed, the declared topic is consistently and with exhaustive completeness. The
names of the individual chapters must be associated with the topic of the work, and the names
of the paragraphs are consistent with the names of the corresponding chapters (but do not
coincide with them!). It is advisable to divide the chapters of the final qualification
work into smaller structural parts - paragraphs and subclauses (or paragraphs), thereby clearly
identifying the issues investigated within each chapter.

All parts must be balanced and proportional, approximate one volume. It is desirable to
have the same number of sub-paragraphs in chapters. On average, the chapter consists of 2-3
(less often 4) paragraphs.

If the sections of the work are called chapters, then the Content may be called the Table
of Contents.

Currently, scientific texts have adopted a purely digital (indexing) numbering system.
The use of such a numbering system allows you not to use the words "part," "section,"
"chapter," "paragraph," etc. The numbering of the paragraph includes the chapter number and
the sequence number of the paragraph in it (Appendix 7).

Chapter One. It describes the current state of problem theory, gives an overview of
information materials and literary sources, the position of researchers, and justifies the author's
point of view on the problem under study. Often the words "THEORETICAL -
METHODOLOGICAL FOUNDATIONS....... " appear in its name. In it, the student
summarizes the theoretical provisions that should determine the methodology and
methodology for achieving the goals set in the work. An element of abstract is inevitable in
this chapter. Here you can touch on the history of the question, show which of the aspects of
the problem under consideration are already theoretically developed, and which are debatable,
differently covered in various scientific literature. At the same time, it is necessary to
formulate your point of view on the problems covered in this work. It is necessary to show
theoretical knowledge of the essence of the topic covered. Described is the essence and
characteristic of the subject and object of the study, the content of the process of their
development and the current state:

o the place occupied by the subject of the study within the framework of the studied subject
area 1s assessed;

e changes in the studied phenomenon in recent years are highlighted in order to identify the
main trends and features of its development;

e a system of factors affecting the subject, process or phenomenon under study is described
(refined) and the mechanism of this influence is investigated;

o the degree of study of the study problem is assessed, theoretically and practically
unresolved and debatable problems, variously covered in the scientific literature with an
indication of the personal opinion of the author of the work;

o clarification of the conceptual - category apparatus;

e summarizes practical experience in solving such problems or using advertising
(communication) technologies;

o methods, algorithms, principles of organization of practical solutions are analyzed;

. mechanisms of various processes or interactions are disclosed. The

theoretical part should occupy no more than 30% of the work volume.

Chapter two - analytical, includes a set of calculation and economic actions to solve the set
tasks.

The purpose of this section of the FCW is to analyze the practical state of the problem (process
under study, phenomenon). It considers the dynamics of
economic indicators, identifies and classifies factors affecting development indicators. Specific
methods of solving the problem are disclosed.
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It includes:
e description of the structure and control system,;
e assortment structure, brand portfolio, pricing and distribution policy;
o identification of positive and negative aspects of the activity, factors influencing this;
o study of the competitive environment, strengths and weaknesses of the activities of direct
and indirect competitors, as well as their communication activity;
e studying the communication environment, previous communication activities
and campaigns, target group profiles, etc.
As a rule, specialized desk methods for collecting information and research are used here:
PEST-analysis of the environment, SWOT-analysis of a product or enterprise, comparative
analysis of competitors' activities (using the method of M. Porter, F. Kotler, J. J. Lamben), you
can use tabular methods for analysis, conduct content analysis of materials in the media and
social networks of the Internet. This section uses economic and mathematical methods,
computer data processing technologies, compiles analytical tables, graphs, diagrams, etc.
(based on company materials, statistical collections).
Thus, as a result of the study, problems should be identified, the solution of which can serve as
the basis for the development of the design part of the work.
The volume of the second part of the exhaust operation is approximately 30-40% of the total
volume.
Chapter three - recommendation (design). It defines modern requirements for solving
research problems and develops proposals and recommendations for the study object. Practical
calculations are carried out according to the chosen method, an assessment of the effectiveness
of the proposed measures (recommendations) is given. The novelty and completeness of
solving the set tasks are determined. The boundaries of the application of the results are
indicated, as well as ways to continue the study (including in the future activities of the
author). The content of the recommendation (design) part is determined both by the features of
the selected topic of the final qualification work, and by the specifics of the specific object of
the study. But in any case, the following main tasks are solved in this part:
o search for measures (solutions) to eliminate the identified deficiencies;
o rationale for the selection of rational measures and proposals that improve the actual state of
affairs in the object under study.
The ability to organize marketing or sociological research is an important integral competence
that demonstrates the ability to carry out tasks of an organizational, managerial and research
and analytical nature. The development and implementation of its own program of empirical
research, interpretation of its results should be devoted to a paragraph in the third chapter,
which will check the conclusions from the second chapter and justify the need for proposed
solutions or develop key performance indicators for the project or recommendations.
The volume of the third part of the exhaust operation is approximately 30% of the total
volume. At the end of each chapter, the main Conclusions are given (2/3, 2 pages).

In conclusion, the essence of the work is synthesized, the results of solving the tasks set in it
are summed up and the results obtained are summarized. The directions and ways of further
development of the topic are considered. It also notes the practical value of the work, the area
of its present (or prospective) use. The conclusion of the FCW should contain the main
results of the study, as well as the conclusions made by the author on their basis, a summary of
the conclusions from the chapters. The conclusion reflects the answers to the tasks set in the
introduction. The main results and conclusions summarizing the work performed should
be formulated in a concise, concise and reasoned manner, avoiding the abundance of common
words and unproven statements.
The conclusion shall contain the following items:
e a short list of the analyzed literature, indicating the content of the most important materials used
in the final qualification work, an assessment of the general state of development of the topic of
work in the used literature.



o assessment of the general condition of the study object;
o results of analysis of the studied problem in the organization (region, industry);
summary conclusions on the topic of the study;
e alist and brief description of the proposed solutions aimed at reducing the magnitude of problems
and achieving the purpose of the study;
e possible results of the economic or social efficiency of the study object from the
implementation of the proposed solutions;
e prospects for the development of the research topic.
It is permissible to number the conclusions (proposals, recommendations) made with the
indication of their addressees (to whom proposals are addressed for implementation: federal
authorities and management, municipal structures, specific enterprises, etc.). It ends with a
mandatory final generalization.

Individual comments on the execution of the work.

The text of the work has integrity and uniformity. The principle of header hierarchy is
observed when they are selected.

All parts have semantic connections and phraseological transitions. A paragraph is a detailed
and complete thought consisting of several sentences.

Any listing requires justification. It is necessary to briefly present the principle of forming a
table or chart.

Punctuation signs should also be uniform, including when listing, decorative elements are not
used in the work. The text maintains a single line spacing (except tables and footnotes) and a
single paragraph size, including when formatting a table.

In scientific works, it is forbidden to use the Wikipedia resource as a source of information
(since there is no copyright responsibility for the information provided), but it is allowed to use
materials referenced by Wikipedia texts.

Scope of conclusion: 3-5 pages.

The list of used sources and literature (see Appendix 1) must be drawn up in accordance with
the requirements of FSIS GOST R 7.0.5-2008.

The appendices contain text and other materials that facilitate the perception of the main part
without overloading it (illustrations, instructions, results of intermediate calculations, tables of
auxiliary digital data, descriptions of program algorithms, reports of results implementation).

General requirements for execution of FCW.

The FCW text is printed on one side of the A4 format sheet, it must be only black, fields
(top, bottom. - 2 cm, LH - 3 cm, RH - 1 cm), width alignment.

Font - Times New Roman size 14, line spacing 1.5, base indentation 1.25.

Each new chapter begins with a new page, is numbered and its name is placed in the center
with a capital letter in bold. The same requirement applies to other main structural parts of the
work (introduction, conclusion, list of sources and literature, applications, etc.) that are not
numbered. The first paragraph of each chapter begins immediately after its title, and the
following - with the indentation of two intervals after the end of the previous text.

The names of the chapters and paragraphs are located on the left with an absolute
indentation (1.25 Fri.). At the end of paragraph (1.1) and all names, a period is not put. If the
header consists of two sentences, they are separated by a period.

The FCW pages shall have end-to-end numbering. Page numbers are placed at the bottom
of the center. The first page is the cover page, on which the number is not put, but is taken into
account in the calculation.

Rules for drawing tables, figures.
All tables and figures shall have names and ordinal numbering (e.g. Table 1, Figure 3). The
numbering of tables and figures in Arabic numerals should be end-to-end (for tables and
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figures individually) for all text up to attachments (e.g. Table 1). All tables and figures in the
text should have an indication placed in the paragraph preceding it (for example, see Table 1).

Table execution

The name of the table is placed on the right above it without an absolute indent, in one line
with its number through a dot (14 font).

Inside the table, 12 fonts are used, the interval is 1.0. The table takes up space from the left
to the right margin of the page (In the menu: table - auto-fit by window width).

All tables and figures should have a reference to the source (if the table or figure is made by
the author of the IRC, then it is indicated "compiled by the author on the basis of..." or
"compiled by the author").

The reference to the source is executed as a footnote below the table.

You can break a table and transfer part of it to another page only if it does not fit entirely on
one page. When a part of the table is transferred to another sheet, the word "Table," its number
and name are indicated once above the first part, the word "Continuation" is written above the
subsequent parts and the table number is indicated, for example, "Continuation of Table 1."
The lower border of the table is not carried out during transfer (not isolated).

If the table occupies more than 2 pages of text, then it is displayed in the WRC

applications. Example of a table and footnote with a source:

Drawing design.

All illustrative materials (figures, diagrams, graphs) in the final qualification work are called
"Figure." Illustrative material should be instructed in the text (e.g., see Figure 1).

Ilustrations can be in computer version, including color. The name is indicated under the
picture in the center of the line, a reference is made to the source in the form of a footnote at
the bottom of the page (or it is indicated that the picture was made by the author).

One blank line is left before and after the picture.

Rules for drawing up footnotes.
In the text of the FCW, references must be made in the form of sub-page footnotes with end-

to-end numbering in Arabic numerals.

Rules for drawing up a bibliographic list.



The bibliographic list (the section of the final qualification work entitled "List of used
sources and literature") includes literary, statistical and other sources, materials from which
were used in writing the work. The list should include at least 60 titles mainly published no
earlier than 5 years before the year of protection of the FCW (at least 2-3 sources should be
published in foreign languages).

The sources presented in the work may be published (laws, departmental orders, acts, etc.,
published in the official media) and unpublished (company charter, accounting report, job
description, and other company documents on the basis of which the FCW is written). The
bibliographic list includes sources and literature that are referenced in the work, as well as
those that the student got acquainted with when preparing the work and included in the
introduction.

The list of references is issued as an end-to-end numbered list (Arabic numerals, without a
period) alphabetically of the names of the authors, foreign sources are placed at the end of the
list of references.

The list of used sources and literature (see Appendix 1) must be drawn up in accordance with
the requirements of FSIS (GOST) R 7.0.5-2008.

Application Design Rules

Appendices are issued as a continuation of the FCW after the reference list. In form, they can
be text, tables, graphs, maps. The first page of applications is numbered as the last page of the
FCW, on which the word is written in the center
"Applications." Each application should start with a new page with the word "Application" at
the top right of the page and its designation with a number.

[llustrations, tables, formulas and equations in the text of the appendix should be numbered
within each application. The scope of applications is not limited.
