Purpose of the discipline- to form students' understanding of the economic way of thinking, the
subject and methodology of economic theory and its place in the system of sciences, to acquaint them
with the general theoretical foundations of management, to teach them how to navigate in changing
economic conditions.

Discipline tasks:

e consider the main directions of development of economic thought, modern economic theories,
the evolution of ideas about the subject of economic theory;

e give an idea of the tasks, functions and methods of economic science;

e reveal the essence and types of social reproduction, the prerequisites for a compromise
economic choice;

¢ outline the foundations and patterns of functioning of economic systems;

e to introduce students to the conceptual and categorical apparatus of economic science and
tools of economic analysis;

e to form students' knowledge about the essence and mechanisms of the functioning of the
market, about the main organizational and legal forms of entrepreneurial activity and methods
for evaluating the results of a company's activities;

e give a clear idea of the main macroeconomic indicators, instruments of the state fiscal and
monetary policy;

e form a holistic view of the main trends in the development of the Russian economy at the
present stage;

e improve the financial literacy of the student.

As a result of mastering the discipline, the student must:

« essence and forms of organization of economic activity;

« the main categories associated with decision-making in the field of personal finance;

* ways to solve basic economic problems within the framework of media communication
systems at the global, national and regional levels.

* design a solution to a specific project problem, choosing the best way to solve it, based on the
existing resource constraints;

* apply economic approaches in the study of economic processes;

* navigate the system of indicators of results of economic activity at the macro and micro levels;
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* make sound personal finance decisions;

* use the principles of economic analysis to explain the economic choice and features of the
functioning of media communication systems at the global, national and regional levels;

* apply the main provisions and methods of economic theory to understand the main patterns,
trends and relationships in the development of media communication systems at the global, national
and regional levels.

* methods of theoretical study of economic phenomena and processes, skills in conducting
economic analysis;
