Introduction

General characteristics of the academic discipline “General History” and its place in the system
of humanities.

The Annales school and the
formation of a historical-anthropological approach. The transition from the monopoly of military-
political history to a multidimensional and comprehensive study of the human past. The importance of
studying the history of mentalities, religions, everyday life, microhistory, gender history.

Features of the civilizational approach to history. Theories of local civilizations and theories of
staged development of civilization.

Topic 1. Civilization of Ancient Egypt.

Geographical location and natural conditions of ancient Egypt. The role of the great river in the
life of ancient Egyptian civilization and the peculiarities of the ancient Egyptians’ ideas about time and
space. The emergence of nomes.

Periodization of ancient Egyptian history. The beginning of the dynastic history of Egypt
during the Early Kingdom. The emergence of writing and its features. Hieroglyphics, hieratic, demotic.
Centralization of power during the Old Kingdom. The era of the Great Pyramids. Cult of the sun god.
Features of the veneration of solar deities.

Transitional periods and cyclical history of Ancient Egypt. Political instability of the Middle
Kingdom period and features of social dynamics. Hyksos invasion and cultural assimilation of nomads.

The aggressive activity of the pharaohs of the New Kingdom period. Akhenaten's religious
reform and the Amarna period of ancient Egyptian art. Excavations of Akhetaten and the tomb of
Tutankhamun. The myth of the “curse of the pharaohs” and the surge of interest in Egyptian
antiquities. The period of the Late Kingdom and the conquest of Egypt by Assyria, Persia and
Macedonia.

The uniqueness and originality of ancient Egyptian civilization. Ideas about the role of the
pharaoh in Egyptian society. High level of centralization of power in Ancient Egypt. Weakness of
community organization. The importance of family in the life of Egyptians. The position of women in
society. Archaic traditions of transfer of power through the female line.

Religious beliefs of the ancient Egyptians. Polytheism. Lack of complete systematization of the
pantheon. Ideas about the afterlife. Judgment of Osiris. “The Book of the Dead” and other errors in
translating ancient Egyptian religious ideas into the language of modern European culture. “The
Wanderings of Sinuhet” as an example of a successful Egyptian life strategy. Genre wealth of ancient
Egyptian literature. The role of the scribe in Egyptian society.

Science and art of Ancient Egypt. Monumental architecture and sculpture. Myths about the
construction of the Great Pyramids. Archaeological excavations and discovery of working settlements
of the Pyramid builders. Problems of preserving cultural heritage in modern Egypt.
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Topic 2. Civilization of Ancient Mesopotamia.

Geographical location and natural conditions of Mesopotamia. Polyethnicity. Periodization of
the history of Mesopotamia.

The emergence of the first urban centers in the Sumerian-Akkadian period. The concept of
“city” in relation to ancient Eastern settlements. City-states of Ancient Sumer. The role of temple
centers in the life of society. The emergence of cuneiform.

Creation of the centralized Kingdom of Akkad. Organization of a unified irrigation network.
The royal cult and the resistance of the temple priesthood. Reign of the Third Dynasty of Ur. The
doctrine of the sacred essence of royalty.

The rise of Babylon and the creation of the Old Babylonian kingdom. Laws of Hammurabi.
Assyrian expansion. The militarized nature of the Assyrian state and its reflection in architecture and
fine arts. Borrowing Babylonian and Sumerian-Akkadian cultural heritage. Library of Ashurbanipal.

New heyday of Babylon under Nebuchadnezzar II. Large-scale construction in the capital.
Disputes about the historical reality and location of the Hanging Gardens.

Worldview of the inhabitants of Mesopotamia. Individualism. Features of religious
consciousness. Ideas about the afterlife. Comparison with the Egyptian image of the "duat" and the
concept of posthumous judgment. Priority of everyday earthly values. Ideas about fate. Spread of
magical and fortune-telling practices. The high importance of family in the civilization of ancient
Mesopotamia. The significant role of women in public and family life.

The Tale of Gilgamesh is the oldest epic poem. Friendship between Gilgamesh and Enkidu.
Science in Ancient Mesopotamia. Advances in astronomy and astrology. Babylonian schools (edubs).

Section 2. Antiquity.

Topic 1. Cretan and Mycenaean civilizations.

Geographical location and natural conditions of Ancient Crete. Excavations of A. Evans and
the discovery of the Cretan civilization. Using data from mythology and archeology to obtain historical
information. Myth as an authoritative narrative about the past in traditional civilizations. The myth of
the Minotaur and features of the Cretan civilization. The cult of the bull and the fresco “Playing with
the Bull”.

The heyday of the Cretan maritime power in the 18th - 15th centuries. The nature of royal
power and religion. Palaces as centers of Minoan civilization. Features of Minoan art. The problem of
deciphering Linear A. The phenomenon of the Phaistos Disc. Hypotheses for the death of civilization
on Crete.

The appearance of the Achaean Greeks on the Balkan Peninsula and the formation of the
Achaean civilization. Difference between Mycenaean palaces and Cretan ones. The main centers of the
Mycenaean civilization. The Trojan War: data from the epic works of the Homeric cycle and evidence
from archaeology. Excavations by G. Schliemann in Troas and the Peloponnese and criticism of his
methods. The significance of G. Schliemann's discoveries for historical science.

Linear B and the problem of deciphering Mycenaean writing. Vanakta rulers and the world of
dependent peasant communities. The Dorian invasion and the replacement of the Bronze Age by the
Iron Age on the Balkan Peninsula.

Topic 2. Ancient Greek civilization.

Geographical location and natural conditions of the Balkan Peninsula. Ancient Greek
civilization as a maritime civilization. The role of the sea in the life of the ancient Greeks. Hellenes or
Greeks: endo- and exoethnonym.

Homeric period (“dark ages”) in the history of ancient Greece. Homer and the Homeric
Question. Features of the Homeric epic. “The Iliad” and “Odyssey” as sources on the history of the
Mycenaean civilization and the “Dark Ages”. "Multilayers" of epic poems. Difference between the
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Homeric “basilei” and the Mycenaean vanakts. The psychology of the Homeric aristocrat as the
psychology of the wealthy peasantry.

Regression in the economy and social life or a moment of civilizational choice? Autarky and
autonomy as principles of political and economic life in a new historical era. The concept of freedom
(eleutheria) as key to the birth of the polis.

Archaic polis and the period of the Great Greek colonization. Causes and consequences of the
colonization process. Metropolises and apoikias. Space for personal initiative and social mobility in
Greek city policies. Formation of a policy organization. "Senior" and "younger" tyranny. The growing
role of the demos.

Greek polis: the problem of definition and typology. The structure of the polis (agora,
acropolis, temple of the patron deity, gymnasium and other city dominants). Polis ideology and value
system. A harmoniously developed personality (the ideal of kalokagathia) and the cult of bodily
perfection.

Social structure of the polis: full citizens, incomplete freemen and slaves. Rights and
obligations of the civil population of the policy. Features of slavery in Ancient Greece. Criticism of the
use of the concept “slave society” in relation to the policy organization. The fundamental role of the
free peasantry in the economic and socio-political life of the polis. Hypermasculine character of polis
culture. Ancient Greek misogyny. Lack of rights for women in the polis. Ancient Greek philosophers
and poets about female nature.

Agonality as a characteristic feature of ancient Greek culture. Olympic competitions as the
embodiment of the spirit of agony. The religious component of the pan-Hellenic holiday. Features of
the religious ideas of the ancient Greeks. The “do ut des” principle. Lack of closed priesthood.
Anthropomorphism of Greek ideas about the gods. The Delphic Oracle and its meaning in Ancient
Greece.

Ancient Greek art. The civic character of art and literature. Greek theater. Outstanding
Athenian tragic playwrights (Aeschylus, Sophocles, Euripides) and comedians (Aristophanes,
Menander).

The triumph of the polis organization during the Greco-Persian wars. Crisis of the polis in the
4th century. BC. Peloponnesian War. The flourishing of sciences and arts. Ancient Greek philosophy.
Great Greek philosophers and their teachings (Socrates, Plato and Aristotle).

The rise of Macedonia and the large-scale conquests of Alexander the Great in the East.
Hellenistic era. Mutual influence of Greek culture and the cultures of ancient Eastern civilizations.
Active urban planning. Conflicts of Hellenistic monarchs and rivalry in the sphere of culture. Scientific
progress and the spread of new philosophical schools (Epicureanism, Stoicism, Skepticism and
Cynicism). Religious syncretism. Destruction of the harmonic ideal in art.

Topic 3. Ancient Roman civilization.

Geographical location and natural conditions of ancient Italy. Ancient Roman civilization in the
shadow of ancient Greek. The concept of "ancient civilization". The problem of periodization of
Roman history.

Ethnic diversity of the ancient population of Italy. Roman legendary tales about the founding of
Rome and the first kings and their historical basis. Etruscan and Greek influences on early Roman
history. Social structure of the Roman community in the Royal period. Patricians and plebeians,
patrons and clients. Tsar, Senate and People's Assembly.

Expulsion of kings and establishment of a republic. The system of government of the Roman
Republic. Comitia, Senate and magistrates. The struggle between patricians and plebeians. Formation
of the patrician-plebeian nobility (nobility). Discussions about the applicability of the concept of
“polis” to characterize the ancient Roman social organization.

The Roman civil community is civitas. The open nature of Roman citizenship and its
comparison with the closed and ethnically homogeneous Greek civic body. The spread of Roman
citizenship in the Italian and non-Italian environment. Successes of Roman aggressive policy. The
paramount importance of the military component of civil duties in the Roman value system.
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The crisis of the Roman Republic: causes, nature, consequences. Civil wars. Historiographical
myths about the uprising of Spartacus. New policies for a new era. The rise and death of Gaius Julius
Caesar. Octavian Augustus and the transformation of the Roman socio-political system: from the
Republic to the Empire, from the right of a citizen to the right of a subject.

The Roman Empire and Mediterranean communications. Creation of a common imperial
market. Large-scale urban construction. Roman roads and aqueducts. Rome as the first metropolis of
antiquity with a population of one million. The destruction of the world of small closed civil
communities and the phenomenon of Mediterranean “globalization”. The problem of individual
alienation and ideological crisis. Searches for a way out of the crisis in the largest Hellenistic-Roman
philosophical systems (Epicureanism, Stoicism, skepticism).

Main trends in the religious life of the Mediterranean in the 1st-3rd centuries. AD The desire
for religious universalism, the increasing role of the moral and behavioral aspects of religion, the
evolution of ideas about the afterlife of man. The emergence and spread of Christian teaching. Reasons
for the popularity of Christian ideas in Roman society. Competition with Mithraism and other popular
eastern cults. Union between the Christian Church and the Roman State. Edict of Milan and Edict of
Theodosius.

The concept of the “crisis of the 3rd century”. Administrative division of the empire under
Theodosius. The fate of the Western Roman Empire. Historiographical myth about the fall of the
Western Roman Empire. Romans and barbarians: interaction between two worlds. The concept of “late
antiquity” and the problem of the boundary between ancient and medieval civilizations. The
phenomenon of the transitional era - the era of the Great Migration of Peoples.

Features of the worldview of the ancient Romans. Ideas about the past. The theory of "decline
of morals". Roman religious conservatism. The significance of fortune-telling practices in the public
and private life of the ancient Romans. Roman religion and Greek mythology. The phenomenon of
Roman religiosity: between pragmatics and mysticism. Ancestor cult.

Ancient Roman family. The position of women in Roman society. The patriarchal picture in
jurisprudence and philosophy and the actual emancipation of women in the late republican and
imperial periods.

Roman law and the secrets of its longevity. Perfection of legal technology and the system of
contractual relations. Compilation of the "Corpus of Civil Law" under Justinian. Latin and its
significance for world history. Roman art of eloquence. Treatises and speeches of Cicero. Roman
literature. Great Roman writers and poets (Horace, Ovid, Catullus, Apuleius, etc.). Pompeian
epigraphy and the daily life of the ancient Romans.

Section 3. Middle Ages

Topic 1. Western European medieval civilization. Periodization of the history of the
Middle Ages. Early Middle Ages.

The concept of "Middle Ages". A variety of approaches to the study of medieval history: from
Italian humanists to modern medieval studies. Western European Middle Ages in the context of
general history.

Synthesis of ancient
and Christian culture. Academy of Charlemagne. Monasteries as centers of early medieval culture.
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Specifics of the organization of political power in medieval Europe. Decentralization as a
characteristic feature of medieval civilization. Political rituals and personification of power.

Scandinavian expansion in the 9th—11th centuries. The role of the Vikings in the development
of maritime trade. Geography of Viking sea travel and the discovery of North America. Scandinavian
origins of ancient Russian statehood and the anti-scientific nature of the anti-Norman theory. History
of the Duchy of Normandy. Features of Scandinavian culture. Sagas and poetry of the skalds. The role
of women in Scandinavian society and female images in literature.

Topic 2. Western Europe in the classical and late Middle Ages.

Demographic rise of the 11th—13th centuries. "Agrarian Revolution". Movement for "God's
Peace". Medieval climatic optimum. The importance of historical geography for understanding the
course of world history.

Urban development. "Communal Revolution". Medieval urban culture.

Formation of centralized states in France, England and Spain. The variety of different forms of
political organization in the Middle Ages. Vassal-seigneurial relations. A gradual transition from the
principle of private legal subordination to public supremacy. Distribution of written documents.

The origins of medieval parliamentarism. Magna Carta. The first representative assemblies in
the Pyrenean kingdoms, England and France. Motives for convening parliamentary assemblies and
their powers. The role of medieval parliaments in the formation of political culture and the
development of public consciousness.

The phenomenon of the Crusades. Causes and consequences of the crusading movement.
Formation of ideas about the territorial and cultural unity of Europe. Expanding the intellectual horizon
of medieval civilization and changing ideas about the world.

The origins of the division of Christianity into Western and Eastern branches. The Great
Schism of 1054 and the 4th Crusade as manifestations of the conflict between the Western Catholic
and Greek Orthodox traditions. Changing ideas about the afterlife and the “birth of purgatory” in the
13th century.

Climate change and the great famine at the beginning of the 14th century. "Black Death" and its
consequences for the history of Europe. “The Captivity of Avignon” of the popes and the Great
Western Schism. Hundred Years' War. Expansion of the Ottoman Empire. Fall of the Byzantine
Empire. The beginning of the era of great geographical discoveries.

The rise of universities and the spread of learning. Features of the educational process in
medieval universities. The phenomenon of scholasticism. Synthesis of ancient, Arab-Muslim and
Christian culture in scholastic philosophy. Formation of customs of scientific work. Theoretical
character of scholastic thought.

The invention of printing. Johannes Gutenberg and the revolution in the dissemination of
knowledge. Oral culture and book culture. The influence of university education and book printing on
the development of Western European civilization.

Topic 3. Features of medieval Western European civilization. Man and society in the
Middle Ages.

Corporatism of medieval society. Personalism of the Christian religion. Features of the expression of
individuality in the Middle Ages.

The position of women in the Middle Ages and the specifics of medieval ideas about female
nature. Biblical interpretation of the Fall. Medieval didactic treatises and patriarchal control over
female behavior. Development of the cult of the Virgin Mary. The cult of the Beautiful Lady in courtly
culture. Activities of medieval women. The fate of an aristocrat and the fate of a commoner.

Discipline is implemented Department of General History of the Faculty of History of the
Historical and Archival Institute.

The purpose of the discipline: to form in students a holistic scientific understanding of the course
and multidimensional nature of the world-historical process, the features of the history of local
civilizations and the content of the general stages of civilizational development; show the need for a
comprehensive analysis of any phenomena of socio-political and cultural life, taking into account the
principle of historicism; to promote the development of skills for understanding the peculiarities of the
worldview and cultural and behavioral norms characteristic of people belonging to different cultures
and civilizations.

Discipline tasks:
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- to show the scale of the problematic field of historical science, which includes not only the
traditional military-political event history, but also the history of mentalities, everyday life, religions,
gender history, microhistory, etc.;

- to consider the main stages of the history of local civilizations and the content of the main
stages of world historical development from antiquity to modern times;

- to present the diversity of ways of development of society in the history of the Ancient World,
the Middle Ages, the New and Modern Times;

- to study the worldview and value ideas of people in different periods of history;

- to form the skills of a comprehensive analysis of historical phenomena and processes.

The discipline is aimed at the formation of the following competencies:

UC-5 - the ability to perceive the intercultural diversity of society in the socio-historical, ethical
and philosophical contexts.

As a result of mastering the discipline, the student must:

To Know: the main stages of the history of local civilizations and the content of the main stages
of world historical development from antiquity to modern times, the main achievements of world
culture, the features of approaches to the study of the history of mentalities, everyday life,
microhistory, religions and gender history;

To Be able to: compare the features of different cultures and civilizations, highlight the general
and particular in the development of society at different historical stages and stages of civilizational
development, analyze the current problems of modern civilization;

To Own: the skills of conducting a comprehensive analysis of historical phenomena and
processes, the skills of analyzing various opinions, taking into account respect for other cultural
traditions.

The discipline provides for intermediate certification in the form of an exam.

The total labor intensity of mastering the discipline is 3 credit units.
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
