Plutarch vs. the “winds of change”

According to the ancient Greek writer Plutarch, true history is the study of great leaders and
innovators. Prominent individuals shape the course of history through their personality, their strength of
character, ambition, abilities, leadership or creativity.

Plutarch’s histories were written almost as biographies or “life-and-times” stories of these
individuals. They explained how the actions of these great figures shaped the course of their nations or
societies.

Plutarch’s approach served as a model for many later historians. It is sometimes referred to as
“top-down” history because of its focus on rulers or leaders.

One advantage of this approach is its accessibility and relative ease. Researching and writing
about individuals is less difficult than investigating more complex factors, such as social movements or



long-term changes. The Plutarchian focus on individuals is often more interesting and accessible to
readers.

The main problem with this approach is that it might sidestep, simplify or overlook historical
factors and conditions that do not emanate from important individuals, such as popular unrest or
economic changes.

Other historians have focused less on individuals and taken a more thematic approach, looking
at factors and forces that produce significant historical change. Some focus on what might broadly be
described as the “winds of change”: powerful ideas, forces and movements that shape or affect how
people live, work and think.

These great ideas and movements are often initiated or driven by influential people — but they
become much larger forces for change. As the ‘winds of change’ grow, they shape or influence political,
economic and social events and conditions.

One example of a notable “wind of change” was Christianity, which shaped government, society
and social customs in medieval Europe. Another was the European Enlightenment that undermined old
ideas about politics, religion and the natural world. This triggered a long period of curiosity, education
and innovation.

Marxism emerged in the late 19th century and grew to challenge the old order in Russia, China
and elsewhere, shaping government and society in those nations. The Age of Exploration, the Industrial
Revolution, decolonization in the mid-1900s are all tangible examples of the “winds of change”.

1. The activities of Parliament in Britain are more or less the same as those of the Parliament in
any western democracy. It makes new laws, gives authority for the government to raise and spend
money, keeps a close eye on government activities and discusses those activities. The British Parliament
works in a large building called the Palace of Westminster (popularly known as ‘the Houses of
Parliament’). This contains offices, committee rooms, restaurants, bars, libraries and even some places
of residence. It also contains two larger rooms. One of these is where the House of Lords meets; the
other is where the House of Commons meets. The British Parliament is divided into two ‘houses’, and
its members belong to one or other of them, although only members of the Commons are normally
known as MPs (Members of Parliament). The Commons is by far the more important of the two houses.

2. Britain is normally described as having a 'two-party system'. This is because, since 1945", one
of the two big parties has, by itself, controlled the government, and members of these two parties have
occupied more than 90% of all of the seats in the House of Commons. One reason for the existence of
this situation is the electoral system. The other is the nature of the origin of British political parties.
Britain is unlike most other countries in that its parties were first formed inside Parliament, and were
only later extended to the public at large. During the eighteenth century Members of Parliament tended
to divide themselves into two camps, those who usually supported the government of the time and those
who usually did not. During the nineteenth century it gradually became the habit that the party which
did not control the government presented itself as an alternative government. This idea of an alternative
government has received legal recognition. The leader of the second biggest party in the House of



Commons (or, more exactly, of the biggest party which is not in government) receives the title ‘Leader
of Her Majesty's Opposition' and even gets a salary to prove the importance of this role. He or she
chooses a 'shadow cabinet’, thereby presenting the image of a team ready to fill the shoes of the
government at a moment's notice.

International organizations

A major difference between 19th- and 21st-century international law is the prominent position
now occupied by international organizations. The size and scope of international organizations vary.
They may be bilateral, subregional, regional, or global, and they may address relatively narrow or very
broad concerns. The powers and duties allocated to international organizations also differ widely. Some
international organizations are legally recognized as international actors—and thus are liable
for breaches of international legal obligations—while others are not.

Since the end of World War 11, the leading international organization has been the UN. Although
the General Assembly may pass only nonbinding resolutions, the Security Council can authorize the use
of force if there is a threat to or a breach of international peace and security or an act of aggression. Since
the end of the Cold War, the council has extended the definition of a threat to or a breach of international
peace and security to encompass not only international conflicts but also internal conflicts (e.g., in

Yugoslavia, Somalia, Liberia, and Rwanda) and even the overthrow of a democratic government and
subsequent upheavals and refugee movements (e.g., in Haiti).

Other international organizations have developed significant roles in international relations. They
include the World Bank, the International Monetary Fund, and the WTO.

World Bank, in full World Bank Group, international organization affiliated with the United
Nations (UN) and designed to finance projects that enhance the economic development of member
states. Headquartered in Washington, D.C., the bank is the largest source of financial assistance to
developing countries. It also provides technical assistance and policy advice and supervises—on behalf
of international creditors—the implementation of free-market reforms.

International Monetary Fund (IMF), United Nations (UN) specialized agency, founded at
the Bretton Woods Conferencein 1944 to secure international monetary cooperation, to
stabilize currency exchange rates, and to expand international liquidity (access to hard currencies).

The World Trade Organization (WTQO) is the only global international organization dealing with
the rules of trade between nations. At its heart are the WTO agreements, negotiated and signed by the
bulk of the world’s trading nations and ratified in their parliaments. The goal is to ensure that trade flows
as smoothly, predictably and freely as possible.

Regional organizations and agreements, such as the EU and the North American Free Trade
Agreement between Canada, Mexico, and the United States, govern areas that traditionally have fallen
within the domestic jurisdiction of states (e.g., trade, the environment, and labour standards). At the
beginning of the 21st century, it was apparent that individuals and international organizations would
play an increasingly vital role in international relations and international law.

History of the British foreign policy

When Bismarck was in power, he tried his utmost to isolate France and with that object in view
maintained friendly relations with Russia. He was able to revive the Three Emperors League in 1881
and it continued up to 1887. As the differences between Russia and Austria became very acute in 1887
on account of the Bulgarian question, Bismarck entered into the Reinsurance Treaty with Russia in 1887.

This continued up to 1890 when Bismarck resigned. The Treaty of 1887 lapsed on account of the
attitude of William 11, the Kaiser of Germany. The mutual interests of Russia and France brought them
together and the Franco-Russian Alliance was made in 1894. Germany, Austria-Hungary and Italy were
on one side and France and Russia were on the other.

Taylor says that it is customary to speak of the last 20 or 30 years of the nineteenth century as
the period of “splendid isolation” in British foreign policy, but this is true only in a limited sense. The
British certainly ceased to concern themselves with the balance of power in Europe as they supposed

that it was self-adjusting. However, they maintained close connection with the continental powers for
the sake of affairs outside Europe, particularly in the Near East.

The Mediterranean entente was a firmer combination against Russia than anything we had
entered into earlier in the century. Until the autumn of 1893, the British still believed that they had “the
liberal alliance” with France up their sleeve if they ever really needed it. However, everything was
changed after the signing of the Franco-Russian alliance. Hitherto, they had assumed that they could
pass the Straits in case of war with Russia and a squadron had been kept more or less permanently in the
Aegean.

After the alliance of 1893-1894 the full resources of both the Mediterranean and Channel fleets
were to be required to deal with the French and it was disputed whether they could do so or not.
Chamberlain is stated to have observed, “The British navy in the Mediterranean would have to cut and
run — if it could run. Moreover, the Russian fleet was now supposed to be formidable and it was thought
that the Russians would be able to reach Constantinople by sea avoiding the long land-route which put
them at the mercy of Austria-Hungary. This demanded a change in the policy of England.

It was at this time that Great Britain felt that she was all alone in European politics. It was feared
that in the event of a war, Great Britain might find herself in a difficult position. She thought of having
allies and her first preference was for Germany. Queen Victoria was the maternal grandmother of
William Il. There was also a theory in those days that the English came from Germany. Moreover, the
competition between France and England in Africa left her no other choice. However, there was no good
response from the German side.

Alexander III’s foreign policy

Alexander III'’s foreign policy was peaceful. He wished to be his own foreign minister;
Gorchakov gave way to a submissive Germanophile, Nokolay Giers.

Bismarck profited by this and, in spite of his alliance with Austria-Hungary (1879), which was
avowedly concluded against Russia, contrived to renew as early as 1881 the Dreikaiserbund (“Three
Emperor’s League™) of 1873. In 1884 it was renewed for three following years, and in 1887, as Austria
seceded, Bismarck concluded his famous Reinsurance Treaty with Russia.

All these treaties fettered Russia in its Balkan policy but secured the country against the opening
of the Straits to Britain. As at the same time the Triple Alliance with Italy was concluded (1882),



Bismarck’s policy proved too complicated for his successor, Count Leo Caprivi, and in 1890 a Russian
proposal to prolong the Reinsurance Treaty for the next six years was rejected. Thus the way was opened
to a Franco-Russian rapprochement at a time when Germany was courting Britain,

Russia’s competitor in Asia (where Alexander in 1884 took Mery, thereby establishing Russia on the
frontiers of Afganistan. France opened to Russia its market for loans and its factories for armaments in

1889,

and a French squadron was enthusiastically received in Kronshtadtin 1891. The

subsequent rapprochement culminated in a military convention worked out in August 1892 and ratified
by an exchange of letters in December 1893-January 1894.
