SUMMARY OF THE SYLLABUS

The aim of the course is to organize and develop the knowledge about the past and present
of the history and culture of the USA from the 17" to the 21 century and to master the ability to
conduct interlingual and intercultural interaction based on the knowledge of geography, history,
policy, economy, society, religion and culture of the country studied as well as the knowledge
about its role in the global and regional political processes.

The objectives of the course are:

. to introduce the students to a wide range of facts of the history and culture of the
USA;
o to teach the students critical analysis and evaluation of the facts of American
culture in the historical perspective,
. to equip the students with the contemporary tools of intercultural communication

and translation from English to Russian and from Russian into English.

The course is conducted in English.

At the end of the course students should
know

- the key facts about the history, nature, social organization, economy and art of the
USA, relevant for the interlinguistic and intercultural interaction;

- the features of the national cultures of the USA, and the main criteria of
evaluating intercultural differences;

- the ways of intercultural interaction based on sociocultural awareness.

be able

- to make use of the facts of history and culture for the description of the early,
modern and contemporary historical processes in the USA;

- to analyze interlinguistic and intercultural interaction realized in the regional and
global political processes making use of the knowledge about the USA;

- to solve the problems which might occur in the intercultural interaction using a
variety of translation methods.

Be proficient in

- the systemic description of the historical and cultural phenomena, establishing
their interrelations and comparing the cultural information about the native culture and that of
the USA;

- the description of the main regional and global processes drawing on the
acquired knowledge of the history and culture of the USA;

- the use of the translation methods for solving problems in the process of
intercultural interaction.
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
