Appendix 1

The abstract of the course programme

English is the working language of the course.

The course in question is aimed at shaping a trainee’s clear-cut view of the periods of the
development of English literature as related to the development of the English language, that is, Old
English, Middle English, Early Modern English; Modern English. Also, the course is focused on
shaping the notions of epic, lyric and drama, together with the genre system and major literary styles,
etc.
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The course pursues as its objectives the trainees’ accumulation of knowledge of the historical-
and literary facts, together with the skill of literary text analysis in English; also, it is focused on
bringing up the main features of the development of English literature in close connection with the
culture-historical context.

The given course is set to make the trainees familiar with the relevant text analysis strategies;
also, to develop their skill of adequate interpretation of the literary texts of different historical periods
and diverse styles, together with the ability of both commenting on the literary texts in English, as well
as relating the original texts to the target text/s (translation/s into the Russian).

The trainees are expected, on the basis of the above course, to acquire the background
knowledge, the abilities and skills in the following fields. They should know the major stages of the
development of English Studies from the fifth century AD to the twenty-first century, including the
key facts of British history, literature and culture. They should know the specific features of English
literature as shaped in relation to the cultural-historical context.

Also, the trainees are expected to be able to interpret the key texts. They should be able to
interpret adequately the literary texts of different historical periods and diverse styles. They should also
be able to produce a comparative-cum-stylistic analysis of a literary text, and relate the original to the
target text/s (translation/s into the Russian).

Also, the trainees are expected to possess the skill of commenting on the texts in English, as
well as the skill of making the comparative-cum-stylistic analysis of the source and the target texts.
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
