EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM OF HIGHER EDUCATION

5.1. Program structure and volume by cluster.

The educational program provides the implementation of disciplines (modules) in Philosophy,
History (History of Russia, The General History), Foreign Language, Safety of Life within the
framework of Block 1 "Disciplines (modules)".

The educational program provides the implementation of the discipline "History of Russia" in
the amount of 4 credits, while the volume of contact work of students with teachers is 116 academic
hours in full-time education (80% of the volume), 58 academic hours in part-time and part-time
education (40% of the volume).



The educational program ensures the implementation of disciplines (modules) in physical culture
and sports:

- in the framework of Block 1 "Disciplines (modules)" in the amount of at least 2 credits;

- within the framework of elective disciplines (modules) in full-time education in the amount of
at least 328 academic hours, which are mandatory for mastering, are not translated into credits and are
not included in the scope of the undergraduate program.

Order of mastering students, including persons with disabilities and persons with disabilities,
disciplines (modules) on physical culture and sports, regulated by the local regulatory act of the RSUH.

The educational program includes a mandatory part and part, formed by participants of
educational relations.

The mandatory part of the bachelor's program includes:

- disciplines (modules) on Physical Culture and Sports;

- Compulsory disciplines (modules) in accordance with p.2.2 of the FSES;

- Disciplines (modules) and practices, formation of general professional competencies.

Disciplines (modules) and practices that ensure the formation of universal competencies
determined by the FSES, as well as professional competencies determined by the organization
independently, can be included in the mandatory part of the undergraduate program and (or) in the part
formed by participants in educational relations.

The volume of the mandatory part, excluding the volume of state final certification, is at least 40
percent of the total volume of the undergraduate program.

Section 6. CONDITIONS FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE EDUCATIONAL
ACTIVITIES FOR THE MAIN PROFESSIONAL EDUCATIONAL HIGH EDUCATION
PROGRAM

6.1. System-wide requirements Implementation of the educational program
The RSUH has on the right of operational management of the material and technical base (premises
and equipment) corresponding to the current sanitary and technical standards for the implementation of
the Bachelor's program in Block 1 "Disciplines (modules)" and Block 3 "State Final Certification" in



accordance with the curriculum (conducting theoretical and practical training, laboratory, disciplinary and
interdisciplinary training and research work of students).

Each student during the entire period of study is provided with individual unlimited access to the
electronic information and educational environment of the university (hereinafter - EIEE) from any local,
in which there is access to the information and telecommunication network "Internet" as in the RSUH,
outside the University.

The RSUH EIEE provides:

e access to curricula, working programs of disciplines (modules), practice programs, electronic
educational publications and electronic educational resources specified in working programs of
disciplines (modules), practice programs;

e formation of the student's electronic portfolio, including preservation of his works and marks for
these works;

e recording the course of the educational process, the results of intermediate certification and the
results of mastering the educational program;

e conducting training sessions, procedures for assessing training results, the implementation of
which is provided using distance learning technologies;

e interaction between participants in the educational process, including synchronous and (or)
asynchronous interaction via the Internet.

The operation of the EIEE is carried out in accordance with the legislation of the Russian
Federation, is provided by appropriate means of information and communication technologies and the
qualifications of employees using and supporting it.

6.2. Logistics, training and methodological support

Special rooms (classrooms) are allocated for conducting classes of all types provided for by the
MPEP HE, including group and individual consultations, current control and intermediate certification. In
addition, there are rooms for independent work and laboratories equipped with equipment and technical
training tools, the composition of which is determined in the work programs of disciplines (modules) in
accordance with the requirements of the FSES.

Classrooms are equipped with furniture and technical means used to present educational information
to students (tables, chairs, teaching departments, educational wall boards, dummies, stands, visual
materials, handouts, etc.).

Projection equipment is provided for all lectures in the disciplines of the curriculum.

To conduct classes using information technologies, the schedule provides computer classes with
computers with the necessary software. Software requirements are determined by the work programs of
the disciplines.

The University is provided with the necessary set of specialized licensed and freely distributed
software including domestic production. The list and composition of the necessary software correlates
with the chosen orientation (profile) of the educational program, is defined in the work programs of
disciplines (modules) and is subject to updating as necessary.

Students have access to modern professional databases and information reference systems, the
composition of which is determined by the working programs of disciplines (modules) and is subject to
updating (if necessary).

Specific requirements for logistical support are defined in the work programs of the disciplines.

The premises for independent work of students under the educational program are equipped with
computer equipment with the ability to connect to the Internet and are provided with access to the EIEE.

Each student during the entire period of study is provided with individual unlimited access to the
electronic library system from any point in which there is access to the Internet, both on the territory of
the university and outside it.

The educational and methodological provision of the educational program is 100% and includes:
work programs of disciplines (modules), work programs of practices, the program of state final
certification, evaluation tools for current and intermediate certification in disciplines (modules), practices



and for the state exam, methodological materials for seminar-type classes and independent work of
students, as well as other materials specified in the work programs of disciplines.

When conducting training sessions, the educational program provides for the development of
students' teamwork skills, interpersonal communication, decision-making, leadership qualities (including
conducting interactive lectures, group discussions, role-playing games, trainings, situation analysis and
simulation models, teaching disciplines (modules) in the form of courses based on the results of scientific
research conducted by the organization, including taking into account the regional characteristics of the
professional activities of graduates and the needs of employers).

Updating of work programs of disciplines (modules), practices is carried out, if necessary, in terms
of recommended literature, licensed software, teaching methods or technologies used, adjusting the
content of disciplines, etc., taking into account the development of science, technology, culture,
economics, technology and social sphere.

Requirements for the structure, content, design and approval of teaching materials are established in
local regulatory acts of the RSUH.

6.3. Personnel conditions for the implementation of the educational program.

The implementation of the Bachelor's program is provided by pedagogical workers of RSUH, as
well as persons, attracted by RSUH to the implementation of the master's program on other conditions.

Qualification of pedagogical workers meets qualification requirements, in the Unified
Qualification Directory of Managers, Professionals and employees, section "Qualifying characteristics of
positions of heads and specialists of higher professional and additional professional education", approved
by the order of the Ministry of Health and Social Development) and (or) requirements of professional
standards.

Proportion of teaching staff of the RSUH, participating in the Bachelor's program, and persons,
attracted RSUH to the implementation of the master's program on other conditions (based on the number
of replaced rates, assigned to integer values), leading scientific, educational and methodological and (or)
practical work, relevant profile of the taught discipline (module), less than 70 percent of the population.

Proportion of teaching staff of the RSUH, Participating in the Bachelor's program, and persons,
attracted RSUH to the implementation of the master's program on other conditions (based on the number
of replaced rates, assigned to integer values), managers and / or employees of other organizations,
employed in the professional field, relevant professional activities, for which graduates are preparing
(have at least 3 years of experience in this professional field) at least 5%.

Proportion of teachers and staff, attracted to the educational activities of the RSUH on other
conditions (based on the number of replaced rates, assigned to integer values), degree (including a
scientific degree), received in a foreign state and recognized in the Russian Federation) and (or) a
scientific title (including a scientific title, received in a foreign state and recognized in the Russian
Federation) at least 60%.

6.4. Special conditions for education for persons with disabilities and persons
with disabilities.

The educational program is adapted for training people with disabilities (hereinafter referred to as
HIA) and people with disabilities, taking into account the characteristics of their psychophysical
development, individual capabilities and, if necessary, provides correction of developmental disorders
and social adaptation of these people.

If there is an application from a student with disabilities or a disabled person, he is provided with
special conditions for obtaining education, taking into account his nosology, within the resource
capabilities of the university, within the framework of the requirements established by law.

Special conditions for education, upbringing and development of students with disabilities and
disabled people include: use of special educational programs and methods of teaching and upbringing,
special textbooks, teaching aids and didactic materials, special technical means of teaching collective and
individual use, provision of assistant services (assistant) providing students with the necessary technical
assistance, conducting group and individual correction classes, providing access to the buildings of the



organization carrying out educational activities, and other conditions without which it is impossible or
difficult for disabled people and students with disabilities to master educational programs.

The following special conditions for education, upbringing and development of students with
disabilities have been created and are provided at the university within the framework of the development
of this MPEP HE:

6.4.1. Barrier-free environment providing disabled people and persons with disabilities, regardless
of the origin, nature and severity of their psychophysical differences, accessibility of the territory
adjacent to the educational institution, entrance routes, ways of movement inside buildings.

To provide access for people with limited mobility to university buildings, educational buildings 1,
2,5, 6 and 7 at Miusskaya Square, 6, as well as at building 1 on ul. Kirovograd d.25, equipped with
ramps, handrails and extended doorways, as well as a personnel call system for disabled people
(personnel call button).

The university has two electric mobile lifting platforms, as well as a caterpillar ladder. If necessary,
the platforms can be transported and used in any educational building and/or hostel.

The width of the corridors of the educational buildings meets the regulatory requirements for the
movement of wheelchair users. In educational buildings 6 and 7 at Miusskaya Square, 6, a sanitary and
hygienic room is equipped for students with musculoskeletal disorders.

All educational buildings are equipped with warning signs-stickers for visually impaired! Obstacle.
The “glass door™.

The official website of the university has a version for the visually impaired.

6.4.2. Disabled and disabled students are provided with printed and/or electronic educational
resources in forms adapted to their health limitations.

For students with disabilities and hearing and vision impairments, the RSUH library and individual
classrooms have workplaces equipped with special technical devices (a tactile Braille display and a
Braille printer, a SARSCE reader, an portable device «Induction Loop», portable computers with a built-
in induction loop and voice acting program. If necessary, this equipment can be redistributed between the
university buildings.

On the territory at Miusskaya Square, 6 there is a booth for a guide dog. Hearing impaired learners
are provided with sign language interpreter.

6.4.3. The curriculum includes an adaptation module (elective disciplines) marked with a special
badge - an element of an adapted educational program aimed at minimizing and eliminating the impact of
health restrictions in the formation of the necessary competencies among students with disabilities and
students with disabilities, as well as individual correction of educational and communication skills,
contributing to the development of the educational program, social and professional adaptation of this
category of students: "Adaptation to Professional Activities" and "Adaptive Information and
Communication Technologies in Professional Activities."

6.4.4. The working program of the discipline "Physical Culture and Sports" provides for the
procedure for mastering the discipline, taking into account the nosology of students with disabilities and
disabled people.

6.4.5. The choice of places for internships for students with disabilities and disabled people is
made taking into account the health status of this category of persons and accessibility requirements.

6.4.6. Scientific and pedagogical workers involved in the implementation of the educational
program are familiar with the psychophysical characteristics of students with disabilities and take them
into account when organizing the educational process; the program for advanced training and retraining
of teaching staff includes a block of disciplines for organizing and implementing an inclusive educational
process, an annual plan for advanced training of university scientific and pedagogical workers for
organizing and implementing an inclusive educational process is formed.

The specifics of conducting entrance examinations, planning and organizing the educational
process for persons with disabilities and disabled people are regulated by local regulations of the Russian
State University for the Humanities in accordance with applicable law.

The university has provided information on the availability of conditions for training people with
disabilities and disabled people on the official website of the Russian State University for the Humanities
in the information and telecommunication environment "Internet."



6.5. Financial support for the educational program.

Financial support for the implementation of this educational bachelor's program is carried out in
the amount not lower than the basic standard costs established by the Ministry of Education and Science
of Russia for the provision of public services in the field of education for this level of education and the
direction of training, taking into account corrective factors that take into account the specifics of
educational programs in accordance with the General requirements for determining the standard costs for
the provision of state (municipal) services in the field of higher education and additional vocational
education for persons with or receiving higher education, youth policy, applied in calculating the volume
of subsidies for financial support of the implementation of the state (municipal) assignment for the
provision of state (municipal) services (performance of work) by a state (municipal) institution approved
by order of the Ministry of Education and Science of Russia dated 26.03.2021 No. 209.

6.6. Mechanisms for assessing the quality of educational activities and training
of students The Educational Program.

The quality of educational activities and training of students under the Bachelor's program is
determined within the framework of the internal assessment system, as well as the external assessment
system, in which the RSUH takes part on a voluntary basis.

In accordance with Art. 95 of the Federal Law of 29.12.2012 No. 273-FZ "On Education in the
Russian Federation" and on the basis of a letter from the Department of State Policy in the Field of
Higher Education of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation of 15.02.2018 No.
05-436 "On Methodological Recommendations" at the Russian State Humanitarian University was
approved by order of the rector of 08.10.2018 No. 01-74/main "Regulation on conducting an internal
independent assessment of the quality of education at the Russian State Humanitarian University for
Educational Programs of Higher Education - undergraduate programs, specialty programs, and graduate
programs".

Within the framework of the internal system for assessing the quality of educational activities
under the Bachelor's program, students are given the opportunity to assess the conditions, content,
organization and quality of the educational process as a whole and individual disciplines (modules) and
practices.
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
