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ANNOTATION OF THE WORKING PROGRAM OF THE DISCIPLINE

The course (module) "Sustainable Tourism Development (in English)" is offered at the Faculty
of Tourism and Hospitality by the Department of Culture of Peace and Democracy.

Objective of the course: to develop a system of knowledge about tourism ecology as a set of
activities for organizing the operation and protection of recreational facilities when used in various
types of tourism and recreational activities.

Course Objectives:

* to familiarize students with the most important development trends and global problems of
humanity at the beginning of the 21st century;

* to familiarize students with the basic methods of exploiting and protecting recreational
resources and their use in tourism industry institutions;

* to study promising areas of ecotourism activities;

* to explore the specific features of the ecological use of tourist and resort areas;

* to familiarize students with methods of designing a comfortable environment in tourist and
recreational areas;

* develop an understanding of the administrative and legal mechanisms for environmental
protection used by the state to compel economic entities to comply with environmental standards;

* introduce students to the concept of "environmental audit" and explore current practices and
prospects for its implementation in the Russian tourism industry.

This course (module) is aimed at developing the following competencies:
